Diep n. vuong  co-founded pacifi c Links Foundation, currently serves as its president 

and chairs the vietnamese american nGo network (va nGo network). since the 

early 90s, Diep was instrumental in the implementation and success of sEaraC’s 

multi-year micro-credit program throughout 14 provinces in vietnam. More recently, 

Diep was the program Director in charge of grassroots programs for East Meets West 

Foundation (EMW) designed spELL (scholarship program to Enhance Learning & 

Literacy), EMW fl agship national scholarship program in 8 provinces for 4,000 poor 

children in remote areas. Diep also designed and spearheaded the implementation of a 

counter-human traffi  cking collaborative program called an Giang Dong Th ap alliance 

for the prevention of Traffi  cking (aDapT) which receives partial support from UsaiD. 

she is a cum laude graduate of Harvard University in Economics, obtained her Masters in 

public administration from san Jose state University and pursued her ph.D. coursework 

in Economics at the University of California, Berkeley.
